PM2.5 RACT/RACM Requirements 

42 U.S.C. §7502(c)(1) (Section 172(c)(1) of the Clean Air Act) requires states with 

nonattainment areas to submit State Implementation Plans (SIPs) implementing emission 

controls that are economically and technologically feasible. Specifically, Section 

172(c)(1) of the Clean Air Act states: 

“In general – such plan provisions shall provide for the implementation of all 

reasonably available control measures as expeditiously as practicable 

(including such reductions in emissions from existing sources in the area as 

may be obtained through the adoption, at a minimum, of reasonably 

available control technology)”  

EPA considers RACM to be measures of any type that may be applicable to a wide 

range of sources. Evaluate the strategies based on specific criteria listed below:
