WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

This contest is open to students in grades K-12 in Washington, Oregon, and Idaho. Art and Poetry submissions must
be received by Thursday, March 30, 2017 to be eligible. One winning artwork entry and one winning poetry entry
will be selected from each of the following two categories: elementary (grades K-6) and junior/middle through high
school (grades 7-12) students. Please, only one entry per category per person.

WHAT ARE THE CONTEST RULES?

Art:

e Artwork must be original. No poster containing a computer-generated graphic, photographs, collages, or
trademarked art will be accepted.

e Artwork must be drawn, colored, and/or painted on a 12”x18” or smaller white poster board. Any entry that
exceeds these dimensions will not be considered.

¢ The entry must depict the reuse water theme.

e All entries must contain an official entry form filled out and signed by the parent or guardian. The entry form
must be attached to the back of the poster.

e Artwork should not be folded when packaged.

Poetry:
e Any genre of original poetry. The entry must depict the reuse water theme.
e All entries must contain an official entry form filled out and signed by the parent or guardian. The entry form
must be attached to the back of the last page of the written or typed entry.
